Background

ÅConstruction employs 5% of UK workforce

Å Accounts for 27% of all fatal injuries in the last 5 years 

Å 30 of the 137 fatalities at work in the year to March 2017 were 

in construction

ÅTwo thirds of all construction fatalities are on small sites

ÅEliminate, reduce or control foreseeable risks in construction, 

maintenance and use of a building

Å Integrate health & safety into every day design

Å Place onus on Clients and Designers to make a difference

ÅSimple, proportionate and project specific

ÅCDM Coordinator (CDM-C) role abolished and replaced with 

Principal Designer (PD)

Å Threshold for appointment of PD changed - required on every

project with more than one contractor

ÅPrincipal Contractor required on every project with more than 

one contractor

ÅTransitional arrangements ïexpired August 2017

ÅAmended project notification requirements - HSE/HSENI 

notification if: 

ñ(a) last longer than 30 working days and have more than 20 

workers working simultaneously on the project; or

(b) exceed 500 person daysò

Principal Designer

ÅDesigner appointed by client on projects involving more than 

one contractor. 

Å Can be an organisation or individual with sufficient 

knowledge, experience and ability to carry out the role.

ÅPart of the design team.



Dutyholders & their responsibilities

Plan, manage, monitor and co-ordinate health 

and safety in the pre-construction phase of a project. 

This includes:

Å identifying, eliminating or controlling foreseeable risks.

Åensuring designers carry out their duties.

Prepare and provide relevant information to other duty 

holders.

Provide relevant information to the principal contractor to help 

them plan, manage, monitor and co-ordinate health and safety 

in the construction phase.
